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HOW YOU CAN SUPPORT YOUR CHILD’S LEARNING THIS TERM:

Key things that parents can do to support their child this term related to things they will be learning
about:

e Talk to your child as much as possible, extending their vocabulary by using a range of words with
the same meaning.

e Use letter sounds rather than names when referring to letters and emphasise the initial sound of
keywords by repeating it twice before the word eg. ‘K K Kirton’.

e Tryto count as often as possible with your child — count how many steps you take, how many
items of clothing they are wearing. Talk about amounts using the language of more and less.

e Encourage your child to notice and recognise numbers and letters in the environment.

e Point out rhyming words in conversation or when sharing books.

e Practice dressing and undressing at home.
