time they move on to secondary education.

Important Reminder for Y6

This year's SATs assessments for Y6
children take place over 4 consecutive days
in the week beginning 13™ May 2024.

If your child is in Y6, please ensure they
are in school for the whole of this week as
these important results travel with them
to their secondary schools.

Our staff and children are working hard to
ensure the children are 'secondary ready'.
Inevitably, the children  will be
disadvantaged if they are not in school for
the SATs, so please make a note of the
dates.

School Attendance Matters

The link between attendance and

attainment is clear.

Nationally, in 2018/19, just 40% of
persistently absent children achieved
expected standards in their SATs. This
compares with 84% of children who were
regular attenders.

Children, who do not attend school
regularly, have their life chances severely
limited by having had a poor education.

For your child's sake, make sure they are in
school.

Win Prizes - Just for Coming to School!

Children were clearly motivated to achieve
100% attendance in Term 3 as the awards'
assemblies had the largest number of
winners to datel Nearly 300 children
achieved the goal of 100% attendance
earning themselves: 5 Kirts, a trophy, a
unique, limited-edition mug and their
personalised certificate.

The bespoke prize for Term 4 is a Kirton
Primary  School branded tforch to
accompany the 5 Kirts, certificate and
trophy.

If your child has an underlying health
condition which requires medical reviews,
hospital appointments or hospitalisation,
please provide evidence of this at the
office for each appointment so that we can
exempt these visits. Please do not ask us
to reconsider any instances which do not
fall into the categories above.

Please note that GP, optician and dentist
appointments should be taken out of school
time so your child will not qualify for a
prize should they attend one of these
appointments in school time.

Fines for Unauthorised Absences - Help Us
to Help You



As you are aware, the Local Authority can
(and does) fine parents for unauthorised
absences such as taking holiday in term
time or having a high number of missed
days.

We are keen to avoid this situation as we
neither want our families to be fined nor
do we want our children to miss their
education.

Since September, the Local Authority has
issued 14 fines to parents at Kirton
Primary School. Fines are £60 per child
per parent, so the fine for a family with
two children with poor attendance is £240.
This doubles to £480 if the fine is not
paid within 28 days. This is a huge amount
of money to lose, and we want to help you
avoid this.

Additionally, the courts are able to fine
parents up to £2 500 and can sentence
parents to imprisonment for up to three
months for their child’'s non-attendance at
school.

Despite popular belief, it is not the school
that fines parents, and the money does not
find its way back into the school budget.
Fines are levied by the Local Authority. It
is not in the school's infterest for our

parents to be fined.

Please help us to help you get your children
into school and avoid fines. If you are
invited to a school attendance panel
meeting, please attend. We arrange these
to help you and the panels will only ever
involve our own school staff. It s
surprisingly easy to fall below the 96+%
which  the  Government  considers
satisfactory attendance. In fact, it takes
only seven and a half days of absence over
a whole year.

Please note that, due to low uptake, the
school has decided it will no longer finance
this venture. We hope that those children
who did take part enjoyed their access to
these books.

An Explorer Visits Y5

In term 3, the Year 5 topic was ‘The Alps'.
To reinforce this learning and to add to it,
the children got to spend the day with real
life explorer. Simon, who climbs mountains
and lives in rain forests for months on end,
had the children totally engaged with his



facts, stories and photos from around the
world.

The children found out about the science
behind mountain formation, safety in
mountainous regions and wildlife you may
find high up in The Alps.

Everyone loved the experience and came
away with so many facts to use in their
writing (and maybe for real in later life).
The visit was truly inspirational.

__ Eco Centre. Learning about habitats and
. life cycles in the rugged outdoors was
incredible.

Y5 went a bug hunt, tracked larger species
of wildlife, pond dipped (finding some very
cool creatures), learned about food webs
and how we can help save the planet, as
well as building survival shelters.

Although the Year 5 topic was The Alps,
Simon also took the children across to
Kirton's tropical glass house and gave them
a taster for what it would be like to
explorer jungles and rain forests. They
discussed biomes, habitats, plants, animals
and how to survive in such a harsh
environment. Again - totally epic!

We advise parents to model using the
pathways and to avoid cutting through the
car or bus park.

Unfortunately, staff are unable +to
simultaneously supervise children coming
into school (we open our doors at 8:45
despite an 8:55 start) and patrol the
playgrounds and car parks. We rely on
parents and carers to play their part in
ensuring child safety.

We receive
concerns from our neighbours that they
occasionally get blocked into their own
homes when cars are parked across their
driveways.

Defibrillator

We have a defibrillator in school. In an
emergency, report an incident at the front
office where staff have access to this.

Admission to Nursery

Places are filling quickly for this
September in our award-winning Nursery -
and we were oversubscribed last year.

If your child's date of birth falls between
1.9.20 and 31.8.21, and you would like a
place at our Nursery, please send an email
to enquires@kirton-boston.lincs.sch.uk and
we will forward details on how to apply.

Remember, every child is entitled to 15
hours a week at our teacher-led Nursery
completely free. This can be taken in the
morning, in the afternoon or all day, as long
as we have enough places available.
Afternoon places are often easier to
secure than morning places which are
regularly oversubscribed.

As well as the 15 free hours a week, to
which all three-year-olds are entitled, we
offer additional sessions over and above
these, as well as flexibility when selecting
sessions for your child. You may choose
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mornings, afternoon, or a mix of both,
including full days - or even 5 full days a
week. We will do our best to accommodate
your request.

Additional sessions, above the free
entitlement of 15 hours, may be purchased
at a cost of £12.50 for 3 hours. This is
extremely competitive locally. Eligible
working parents may be entitled to 30
free hours for their child. Lunch is also
available if required.

Children in the Nursery Year settle quickly
and make a good start to their school life.
Staff build effective relationships with
parents to meet children’s learning and
care needs well. Relationships between
adults and children throughout the early
years are nurturing and positive. Well-
structured routines and procedures mean
that children enjoy their time in school and
are kept safe.

These safeguarding measures ensure that
we may be sensible about allowing parents
and family members to take photos and
videos of their children at events such as
Sports Day and Christmas productions,
which we understand is important for
families and we are keen to continue.

If you have changed your address or
telephone number recently, please ensure

that you have let the office staff know.
We must be able to contact you in case of
an emergency. Also, ensure that the school
has at least one emergency telephone
contact, in addition to your own, in case we
are unable to contact you. Remember that
this number may also need updating.

If your child brings a phone to school,
please remind them to hand it in to the
office in the morning. The children must
remember to collect it at the end of the
day.

Some of our children risk suffering a life-
threatening reaction fo nuts - even by
simply being in the vicinity of a nut. For
this reason, we ask that no child brings any
food items into school that contain nuts,
even for their own consumption.

Keeping your Child Safe Online

While there is no perfect way to eliminate
online risk, there are things parents and
carers can do to support their children
online, reduce the risk, or manage it after
the fact. Remember to keep lines of
communication open with your child.

If you can keep technology out of the
bedrooms, this is also an effective tool in
safeguarding your child.

Here are some practical steps parents and
carers can follow:
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Contact your Internet Service
Provider (ISP): companies that
provide broadband such as BT, Sky
and Virgin, offer free protection for
parents and carers. They can filter
your infternet connection directly,
without having to install anything.

YouTube is a fantastic resource, but
not all the content is appropriate for
children and not all YouTube
channels are made for young
audiences. YouTube has an app just
for children - YouTube Kids - but
many people don't realise that the
main YouTube app has a restricted
mode.

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You Can Help Your Child at Home

The best place to discover what your child
will be learning in the upcoming term is the
year group newsletter and our Knowledge
Organisers. These newsletters come out
six times a year. They contain ideas about
how to continue learning at home.

Teachers are always only too happy to let
you know how best to support your child
should you have specific enquiries. They
are also always happy to discuss your
child's progress - you do not have to wait
until parents’ evening. The end of the
school day is the best time to talk to
staff. We recommend that you make an
appointment through the school office to
guarantee that your child's teacher is
available - they often attend after-school
meetings or may have made arrangements
to speak o another parent.

Multiplication Tables Test for All Y4 Pupils

2x2=4

All children in Y4 will have their
multiplication  skills tested formally,
beginning in June. Our results were
exceptional last year with 77% of our
children achieving full marks compared to
27% nationally.

If you have any questions about these
tests, please discuss them with your child's
class teacher.

Support your Child's Learning

Multiplication Tables: We have a Tables
Challenge in school and we teach tables
regularly in class, but learning tables is
matter of constant repetition so, whenever
you get a moment, please practise with or
test your child. As an incentive, every set
of full marks in your child's weekly tables
test earns them another Kirt to save in the
bank or spend in the shop.

We are keen for our children to know their
tables, but wish the learning of them to be
as much fun as possible. To this end, our
website contains useful resources to
support your child's learning at home.
These may be found in the Parents’ section
under 'Support Your Child’s Learning’, as
well as in the 'Children’s’ section.

You will find a tables’ grid and some
practice sheets to download should you
wish fo use them with your child. You will
also find songs and videos made by our
staff and children that you might sing
along to.
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Spelling: From Y2 to Y6, your child will
bring home a set of 10 weekly spellings to
learn. These may include words that
support the spelling rules your child is
learning in class, commonly misspelt words,
or useful words recommended by the
National Curriculum.

If you want o take a look at the National
Curriculum spelling vocabulary for Key
Stage 2, it is on our website. They're not
as easy as you might think!

Remember, we are running a Spelling
Championship in school with a top prize of
100 Kirts to spend at Kirton Stores, and
every set of full marks in your child's
weekly spelling test earns them another
Kirt.

Handwriting: We use a cursive script from
Y2 to Y6 in order to improve handwriting
and presentation. Initially, this may result
in a more 'untidy’ style as children get to
grips with the joins. However, with
perseverance, your child’'s handwriting will
improve.  Visitors often praise our
children's handwriting skills.

Passports of Achievement

These passports make a wonderful home-
school link. Please support your child in
achieving their challenges for the year.
Each completed passport earns your child a
medal.

Encourage your child to take care of their
passport and to treasure it as replacement
passports incur a charge of £4, and the
children would need to complete the
challenges again from scratch if misplaced.

The Myth of the 'Head Lice Letter'

Occasionally, parents request that a ‘head
lice letter’ be sent when it appears there
has been an 'outbreak’. However, unlike in
smaller village schools, in a school of
almost 600 children, it would be safe to
say that a number of children will have
head lice on any given day. Younger
children, in particular, often put their
heads together when playing, and may pass
lice on to their friends and/or siblings.
This can lead to the impression of an
‘outbreak’.

On the advice of healthcare professionals,
the school does not send out a letter every
time lice are detected - such a letter on a
daily basis would soon lose its impact.

We have also been advised that to send a
letter advising on head lice would be to
give the false impression that there is a
particular problem at a particular time
when in fact it only appears that way to
the small group of families who are dealing
with the issue. It is, therefore, preferable
that all parents and carers be vigilant at all
times.
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On the advice of healthcare professionals,
we hold '‘Bug Busting' days on a regular
basis instead.

Bug Busting

Every school has to deal with head lice, and
we are ho exception. Although we will never
eradicate head lice, there are things that
we can do to alleviate the problem. This
Saturday, 20th April we ask that every
child's hair is checked at home for lice.

The following advice comes from the
healthcare professionals:

A fine-tooth plastic comb is best for
detecting head lice and you should check
school children and family members at
least once a week. Young lice are the size
of a full stop and adults the size of a
sesame seed. Treatments are available
from your GP and are free for children.
You should only treat those people with
lice living in their hair.

Medication in School

We only permit prescribed medication in
school. A care plan and administration must
be drawn up and agreed before medication
is brought into school. This is so we can
arrange safe storage and be assured of
the correct and safe dosage.

Wherever possible, we request that
parents arrange for another adult to
administer the medication. However, where
this is not possible, staff will administer,

or oversee the child administering,
prescribed medication.

Under no circumstances should a child
bring  prescribed or  unprescribed
medication into school without a care plan
in place. This includes medication such as
cough sweets, pain killers and tfravel
tablets.
