Our Topic
Term 1: Famous People

In our topic this term, we will be learning about local
famous figures and how they have had significant
impact on the lives of others. We will also be using our
investigative skills to find out more about these people
and will be summarising our findings in a range of text
types. We will begin to sequence significant people and
events in chronological order.

Maths and English
In maths lessons, children will be learning about: place

value, addition, subtraction, properties of shapes and
measurement.
In order to support your child, you could help them
with their weekly homework as well as activities such
as measuring toys or even finding shapes in the foods
you are eating.

It would really support your child if they were confident
with their times tables. This would help them in all
areas of maths. This term your child needs to learn the
two times table and the ten times table.

In English, we will be learning about: list poems, non-
chronological reports about animals, chronological
reports about the water cycle and character
descriptions.

In order to support your child, you could read fact files
about animal or discuss characters in books.

Encourage your child to read at home and ask them
questions about what they are reading at every
opportunity.

The spellings your child will be learning this term can
be accessed through our school website; it would be
really useful if you could help your child to learn these
spellings.

Please encourage your child to read at home every
day and ask them questions about what they are
reading at every opportunity. We aim to change
books regularly and always love to read comments
written by adults at home in their blue reading
records.
